              Also, Florence Nightingale was the first non-royal woman to be portrayed on British money, the 10 pound note issued in 1975 by the Bank of England, an initiative which Turkey has now emulated in your 50 liras note portraying the novelist Fatma Aliye:  in the paper handed to Ali Babacan I described the coins on rural women's advancement which I had helped the Turkish Mint bring out in the 1970s, and the coins portraying distinguished Turkish women issued more recently:  in 2004 the mint was too busy with your new coins to issue one for the 150th anniversary of military nursing, but will you now honour the first non-Turkish woman on your money, on Florence Nightingale's centenary in 2010? 

Note for the file:  I am copying these questions to William Hague, the UK's Shadow Foreign Secretary, and the only British statesman (I know of) to have written a biography of another great humanitarian, William Wilberforce, who led the campaign to abolish the transatlantic slave trade (in 2007) and whose 250th anniversary we celebrate in 2009.

In 1961, the Norwegian Nobel Committee made a posthumous award of the Peace Prize to the very distinguished Swedish citizen Dag Hammarskjold:  another distinguished citizen, the children's writer Astrid Lindgren, never received the Nobel Prize for Literature, despite being translated into 94 languages, published in 100 countries, with worldwide sales of 145 million books:   following Astrid's death at the age of 94 in 2002, the Swedish government instituted the Astrid Lindgren Memorial Award in her memory, of 5 million kronor for children's and youth literature:  could not the government and citizens of Sweden prevail on the Swedish Academy, whose five members during most of Astrid's lifetime never included a woman, to make an exceptional posthumous award in 2010, an award which will both delight the many hundreds of thousands of wouldbe Pippi Longstockings in Sweden, Europe and the wider world, and also give a major boost to Swedish literature and to writers in the Swedish language?  

             The ablest head of the UN system was Sweden's Dag Hammarskjold (1905-61), followed in the 1990s by the Ghanaian UN secretary general Kofi Annan, in at least whose re-election, Sweden played a prominent part:  yet Sweden, while succeeding in having other Swedish men appointed, has never put forward an able woman as executive head of a UN body, despite being the world's first democracy in having successive parity governments, of 11 women ministers and 11 men:  nor indeed, in the sixty plus years of the UN in New York, has any woman been appointed to this top post, or even, before Latvia's President Vaira Vike-Freiberga in 2006, has a woman been nominated:   given that it takes years of campaigning to fill these posts, will you now get together with other Nordic, Baltic and European democracies to put forward the UN candidacy of an able Swedish or other European woman?
