In this my sixth paper for the Olympia Fine Art & Antiques Fair, after those for 1998, 2000, and 2003-2005, I update two of my previous artist lists.  The first, set out overleaf, is that of some 40 women artists whose 50- and 100-year anniversaries come up in 2006.   


Below I list some 20 other artistic anniversaries, and centenaries of male artists, extracted from my Anniversaries of the Democracies, 163 so far in 2006.  Both lists are updated monthly in The Parity Democrat, of which No 111, for March 2006, may be downloaded from the Shequality website.


In between the 2005 and 2006 papers, I prepared one on Women, Democracy, Money and Architecture, for the 22nd World Congress of Architecture, held in Istanbul in June 2005.  This paper, too, is downloadable from the Shequality website, along with all five previous papers prepared for the Fine Arts Fair.


Finally the sharp-eyed may have noticed that my House, behind Tate Britain, is named after the Irish-born painter and draughtsman William Mulready (1786-1863).  Grove Art Online devotes three pages to his work, much of which is now in the Victoria and Albert Museum.
