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                                                     Introduction

In this  fourteenth issue of "Parity Democrat", in the following pages, I Highlight the February 1998 dates from my anniversary lists, namely 4 dates from "Democracy in the 1990s", 1 from "Political Integrity", 5  from "Women's Empowerment",  6  from  "Centenaries of 2500 Distinguished Women of History", and 75  from "Birthdays of 1100 Distinguished Living Women".  


In most previous issues  I have illustrated my lists  either with banknotes portraying distinguished women of history  into whose production I have usually had some input, or with medals of distinguished living women  which I commissioned during the 1970s  to create funds for rural women's advancement.  In my February Birthdays list are two more persons portrayed on Ceres medals, and illustrated here, the former World Chief Guide  Olave Baden-Powell, and the French actress Michele Morgan, one of two in my list born on 29February.  The first medal was presented to Lady Baden-Powell by Helvi Sipila, then Assistant Secretary-General of the United Nations, and later the first woman to run for the Finnish Presidency.


As a supplement to the November 1997 issue, I added my latest list of "Women Heads of State and Government Ministers throughout the World", 983 names in my 16-page bimonthly list 38 of 30September 1997.  I plan to bring this up to date every two months, with all the new names added, though not those deleted.  Thus, on page 4 here, I have set out the 40 additional names which appeared in List 39 of 20 November 1997.  They include one new woman President, and List 40 will include one more, the world's first Jewish woman head of state, and one more woman Prime Minister.


In the January 1998 issue, I Included the introduction to the ten-page paper I prepared for the half-yearly European Summit, in Luxembourg in December 1997.  The paper itself included a two-page summary of female primogeniture among the ten monarchies of Europe.  I have added as a supplement to this issue  a four-page paper on female primogeniture in all 28 monarchies of the contemporary world.  The price of this supplement is £20 or $40.  Alternatively, it may be consulted in the British Library, or in one of the five other legal deposit libraries, the University Library in Cambridge, the Bodleian in Oxford, the National Library of Scotland in Edinburgh, Trinity College in Dublin, and the National Library of Wales.
