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                                                        Introduction


In this 162nd monthly issue of The Parity Democrat, I highlight the June 2010 dates from three of my anniversary lists: 22 of the Democracies, 17 Women's Centenaries, and 13 new 
Birthdays of Distinguished Living Women.  The attachments of the month are the papers prepared for the Germany Travel Show in February and for the London Book Fair in April.

My twisted left knee had me hobbling around in April for a second month, with no travel outside London.  In this I was lucky, in that I did not accredit myself, and pay the airfare, to three EU meetings in Madrid, where I might have been stuck for another five days, till the skies were cleared of Icelandic volcanic ash.  Instead I read another excellent book by Andrew Roberts, The Storm of War, ISBN 978-0-713-99970-9, complementary to Masters and Commanders described in The Parity Democrat for July 2009.  

The new book is an overall history of World War II, which I lived through as a child, and which subsequently determined my life’s work for democracy and some of its key components.  It is true that our ally Stalin caused the death of 10 000 000 more civilians than the 20 000 000 murdered by the nazis, and induced mass starvation in Ukraine in 1932 before Hitler took power in 1933.  Yet it was mainly the suffering of the Russian people from 1941 to 1945 which absorbed the nazi aggression, and turned the tide of war at Stalingrad and Kursk.  Indeed, after I had sheltered from the bombs in Bristol in 1940 and 1941, it was the hangings of Russian civilians pictured in the Evening Post and the Evening World that remain some of my lasting memories of the war.  Andrew Roberts’ two books sum up why force is sometimes the only means to confront aggressive evil, and I am glad to have given up sweets, toys etc to that end. 

My one local excursion in April was to Windsor Castle, to visit the glorious St George’s Chapel, the restored St George’s Hall, and the state apartments and gardens generally.  The reason for going was to see an exhibition of drawings done in the reign of Henry VIII 500 years ago, an exhibition surpassed only by Italian Renaissance Drawings at the British Museum. This was the age when the European adoption of Chinese papermaking, twelve times less expensive than calfskin vellum, enabled artists to show to patrons their albums of potential paintings.  It also brought out the talents of such exquisite draughtsmen as Durer, Holbein, Leonardo and, perhaps above all, Andrea del Verrocchio (1435-88).  Despite my overcrowded bookshelves, I could not resist buying the exhibition catalogue, by Hugh Chapman and Marzia Faietto, ISBN 978-0-7141-2667-8, so poor is my draughtsmanship (as distinct from a sense of colour and composition), which my failure in Drawing Modules 2 & 3 in Architectural Technology showed.

Other treats in April included visits to the UK Aware Green Show, where I bought some delicious cold-pressed linseed oil from www.highbarnoils.co.uk, and tried to revive my life subscription to the New Internationalist;  and to the Sunday Times Wine Fair, where I collected an (empty) bottle of Arran single malt whisky dedicated to Robert Burns (1759-96).  I also sneaked several looks at the free www.flagscounter.com on my website, described in last month’s issue, to find that hits had gone up 200 to 850, but more particularly that the number of countries represented had gone up from 35 to 45, including Congo and Mongolia, and that the state origins of the 60 US hits now included Indiana and Wyoming.

London Book Fair    19-21 April 2010    @ Raymond Lloyd


In this my tenth paper for the London Book Fair, I offer a new  list of women writers, of some 50 persons from 16 countries, whose 50- and 100-year anniversaries fall in 2010 (A).  They include the birth of Elizabeth Gaskell, and the deaths of Frances Cornford and Vicki Baum.  Here I show two

new banknotes, the 5000 pesos portraying the Nobel poet, Gabriela Mistral (1889-1957), and the Korean 50 000 won featuring the calligrapher Shin Saimdang (1504-51). 
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The main purpose of my anniversary lists is to suggest deadlines for scholars and publishers to prepare new studies or reprint earlier works of the writers concerned.  Thus preliminary lists of writers and other distinguished women whose centenaries fall in the 50 years from 2011 to 2060 may be downloaded free from my Shequality site, by clicking successively on Distinguished Women, Centenaries;  while this and the nine previous Book Fair papers are available from Conference Papers, Books.  Finally, from my 2010 list of "Major Anniversaries of the Democracies", I list some 20 centenaries of distinguished male poets, playwrights and actors, or other significant anniversaries, which fall in 2010:
